Camp Dorset General Registration Information

Registration is divided into 3 sections:  Hemodialysis Patients, CAPD/CCPD Patients and Transplant Patients.

***  The new “Confirmation and Special Needs” form can be completed by the patient and mailed with their deposit cheque to the Administrative Coordinator, Helen Walker.

Priority is given to the patients of the attending hospital up to one week before their scheduled attendance or the scheduled unit gives notice to the Coordinator (Helen Walker) of  its intention to “give up” patient spots.  Camp Dorset reserves the right to give priority to hemodialysis  patients from any hospital  wait list over Transplant or CAPD patients during unit assigned weeks if there is availability.

The weeks of  June 20, 2010 and September 5, 2010 will be “OPEN” weeks for Hemodialysis, PD, or Transplant patients from any unit in Ontario.  For these weeks as well as Offsite (Transient) booking,  patients should contact the Coordinator (Helen Walker) directly and the Coordinator will subsequently contact the patients’ home units for the necessary paperwork.  Contact information as above.

For PD and Transplant patients interested in submitting their names to the master waiting list for a possible reservation during unit assigned Hemodialysis weeks should do so by June 1st.  These patients should be aware  that availability is usually on short notice.

There is no Hemo patient priority during “Open” weeks.
